Classes and Demos scheduled monthly:

Building Blocks : Taught by Peggy Orlofske, this is an intermediate class using a stunning line of fabric line from Benartex.  Peggy will share how to do these beautiful blocks and give lots of great hints.  Cost to sign up is $15.  This covers instruction for the 12 months starting in February, meeting the second Saturday of the month from 9:00 – 10:30.  Use your own fabric or purchase our kit of 24 Benartex fat quarters for just $60 plus tax.  Cost of pattern per month is $3.00.  As always, there will be show and tell, treats and door prizes.

Chocolate Sampler: This is a beginning 13 month program that will be a GREAT DEAL at just a “Buck a Block”.  Pay $15 to sign up and that includes one free pass in case you have to miss a time.  Come back each month with your completed block, see the demo and get your next one at just $1.  If you miss a day, not problem, you can still get your block for $5.  Choose either of 2 color ways, Chocolate Mint, or Chocolate Strawberry when you sign up for the class. This will be taught by Gloria and will meet the 4th Saturday of the month from 9 –10 starting in January.   As always, there will be show and tell, treats and door prizes.

Doll Quilts:  Anna Stracener is writing a series of adorable doll quilt patterns and will teach a sewing class in how to construct each one. She will teach you how to do them either by hand or on the sewing machine.  These miniature quilts can be displayed on a wall or given to your favorite little girl.  Meeting the 3rd Sunday of the month 1-3 pm.Jan. – June.  Cost $18 for each session.

The “Get It Done” Quilt Group:  Sew one of these quilts or sew all four of them.  You get 6 hours a month for 3 months of in shop sewing time with guidance from Gloria and staff.  This is a great opportunity to get a larger sized quilt done.  Make these any size you want from a small table topper to a bed quilt.  Meets the 3rd Fri. or Sat.of the month from 9:00 – 3:00.  $45 per quilt.




Jan – March Log Cabin – Traditional or “Fat and Skinny”.

April – June – Snibbles – a quilt that can be made from scraps and left over strips of binding.

July – Sept – Double Wedding Ring using Quiltsmart ™ interfacing

Oct – Dec. – Scrappy Modern a pattern by Weeks Ringle

Open Sewing Day:  Get caught up on a  project, get extra help from Gloria and the rest of the Saving Thyme staff and learn from each other.  First Weds of the month from 10:00 – 4:00.  Cost $10.  Must sign up to reserve your spot.

Coneflower Appliqué 4 month Class:  Learn machine appliqué by doing this beautiful batik  wall handing.  Start with simple leafs and learn finer techniques in the wildflowers.  Demo class to be held 10:30 – 11:30 the 4th Sat of the month from March –June. Sign up for $15.  Kits available.

Any Time You Want Demo:  Learn how to sew a project using just one yard of fabric.  The ideas are exceptional.  There will be lots of techniques taught, including fast zippers, quick techniques, easy and cute binding, and new gadgets used.  Come in any time the shop is open and let us show you the project. Individual Classes:

Beginning Quilting:  Four 2 hour sessions on Monday evenings from 6:00 – 8:00 pm. covering everything from fabric selection to cutting, piecing, attaching borders, quilting and binding. Cost $50 and includes pattern.  Supplies and fabric are 20% off.  Dates: Feb. 6 – 27, April 2 – 23, 

June 4 – 25, Aug. 6 – 27, Oct. 1 – 22.  

Quilts Made Modern:  We have a new instructor, Susan Liimata, who is an amazing quilter, has moved to this area recently and is excited about teaching some quilts from the book by Weeks Ringle and Bill Kerr.  Wait till you see her quilts!  We are so excited that she has agreed to teach at Saving Thyme.  This class will be offered both day and evening.  The first quilt will be “Loft”.  Make it any size you want.  Sessions: Tues.evenings: Jan. 24th, Feb 7th, and Feb 21st from 

6-8.   Or – Fri. afternoons 1-3 pm Jan. 27th, Feb 10th and Feb 24th.  Cost $54.

Transparency:  A follow up to Quilts Made Modern, Susan will show from another of their patterns how to create a transparent character to your quilt.  Tuesday evening class 6-8 pm March 20. April 10, April 24th or Fri. afternoon 1-3 March 23, April 13 and April 27th.  Cost $54.

String Quilt Revival:  Take a new very sheer interfacing and use an old technique to sew an interesting and timeless quilt.  Anna Stracener will teach this class Feb. 24th 10-12 am.  Cost $18.

Convergence:  Ricky Timms’ technique looks so hard and complicated and is not!  Sylvia Lewis will teach this class on Sat. March 3rd from 9-3.  We hope to get a great group so you can see all the possibilities of arrangement and color choices everyone chooses.  Batiks work great for this quilt.  Sat. March 3rd, 9-3.  How about a pot luck lunch? We hope to hold this off site to allow for more room to work.  Cost $45 for the day.

General Class Guidelines:

All fabric and required books and patterns are 15% off.
